Used in conjunction with the parent’s community assessment tool
it can help guide the actions of communities and municipal authorities. The section
entitled “My Personal Life” is meant to be completed in private and not discussed by
the group. Feel free to use the space at the end of each question
group to note down any comment or idea that may be relevant to the
discussion. Further guidance on the use of this tool is provided in the “Facilitators
Guidebook for Child Friendly Community Assessment”.
